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Prep your skis for summer:  continued

--A garage or attic is not a great place to store skis;
tends to be too hot and sometimes too humid. I like to
store mine base side up on some boards I nailed to
the bottom of my basement floor joists.
-Direct Sunlight is bad for ski bases, keep them out of
it.

Bindings:
If you have a type with springs that clip to something,
release them so they are not  stored under pressure.
Rinse them off if dirty, then give them a quick spray
with silicone. WD-40 is sort of ok and does well for rust
prevention, but I find it gets gummy.

Boots:
--Avoid garages, mice like cozy boot toes and leather
tends to go moldy in damp areas. If your boots are not
full plastic it would be good to apply Nikwax
waterproofing.

Clothing:
Wash it all before storage. Many of the miracle wicking
fabrics do not like heat of any kind, so a cold wash and
line dry is best. Be sure to never use fabric softener
(or anti-static stuff), detergent with softener, or (if you
use a dryer) fabric softener sheets (this coats the
fabric and prevents it from wicking). I hate mothball
smell and take my chances on storing my clean
Smartwool stuff in the cellar with no moth prevention.
(also, I think I read that mothballs can attach some
other fabrics)

Poles:
--If you want to apply a coat of paste wax, it might
keep them from oxidizing a bit (but will make them
shiny!). This would be a good time to sharpen the tips
(very nice if you need to push into ice). If you have old
ones with leather straps, a polish or Nikwax would be
a good idea.

Backpack/ski supplies;
What???, you don’t carry a backpack while touring?
Where do you keep the extra (dry) gloves, snacks, or
a foamy pad to sit on while snacking? Clean out the
backpack of ski specific things (why haul extra
weight?) You might want to review one of the lists of
the ten or so essentials that you should take on every
trip to the woods.

Ski Touring:
How to Prep Your Skis for Summer

The long, hot, humid (or dry) summer  is rapidly
approaching. Skis and ski gear need to be prepared
so that they can survive this barren snowless time.

Skis:
A ski base is a porous plastic material (that is why it
can absorb wax). If it is left unprotected for a long
period of time the base can be affected by oxygen,
ozone, and various pollutants. To prevent this we
want to coat the base with a nice thick layer of wax
(use a soft, low melt temperature wax). The best way
is to clean the base first (you can use a liquid base
cleaner or hot wax then scrape the wax off before it
hardens (which pulls dirt out of the ski), then hot wax
and let the wax harden up (but don't scrape it!).
If you really don't want to hot wax, the next best thing
is to rub wax onto the ski to fully cover it. The third
best method is to use a liquid wax (such as one of
the Swix F4 types) to cover the ski.
--Skate skis should be covered  the full length.
--Waxable classic skis should be covered in the glide
zones and you can just leave regular kick wax in
place as long as it is a good thick layer. If the kick
wax is klister, it should be removed and cleaned,
then the kick area covered. I have also left Start Grip
tape on from one season to the next and it worked
pretty well, but as the season went on it was not as
good as fresh tape. I will be removing it this year and
storage waxing the whole thing.
--Fishscale ("waxless") skis need storage wax on the
front and back glide zones, then a liquid (i.e.: Swix
F4) wax applied to the fishscales.
--A bit of car wax on the top side of the skis is a nice
touch.
