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Ski Touring: a cure for cold feet
 Feet perspire a tremendous amount, as well as  snow
getting into the boot. Wet feet are cold feet. To keep
them warm and dry do the following.

Here is exactly what worked for me:
1) Replace the liners of your boots with new self

molding foam inserts called “The 2 oz. Miracle”,
from Target and other places (this insulates the
bottom of your foot better from the ground and is
more supportive and comfy).

2) Buy Smart wool socks for the first layer. I use knee
high type. Smartwool is great; does not itch and is
machine washable. Available at snowshack.com
and lots of places.

3) 2nd layer socks are Polartec fleece, mine are from
LL Bean (order # TA13850  $15.00).

4) For long trips (more than 2-3 hours), bring a
change of socks. Change at least the first layer,
but change of both layers is better.

5) Damp boots are avery bad thing. Boots do not
easily dry out even overnight; you need an electric
boot dryer. I use the DryGuy boot /glove warmer-
dryers from snowshack.com (#SNW DG-00870
$29.95)

6) For really cold weather (under 15 degrees) an

over boot helps a lot. Snowshack also has the
Dryguy  Bootglove # SNW BG-00075 $29.95.

7) Boots cannot be too tight; this restricts blood flow.
8) Boots need pretty good modern insulation (old

style boots sometimes had real thin shells and
were cold!)

Cross-country Skier's Etiquette

·  Help keep the trails in good condition.  Do not walk on groomed trails.  Please do not skate or
snowshoe in the groomed classic tracks.

·  On general use trails, dogs are not restricted, but use courtesy and clean up any leavings and
avoid “paw print” use of trails when the snow is soft and easily damaged.

·  Skiers going uphill yield to downhill skiers.
·  On wider trails, always ski to the right.
·  When overtaking other skiers call out to make them aware of your intentions. The slower skier

should yield to the faster skier, but don't count on it.
·  Do not stop where you obstruct a trail or where you might not visible to others.
·  Assess your ability and then select a trail. Most trails are not patrolled, assume your own risk.
·  If you see a fellow skier in need, take the time to stop and help.
·  Garbage is your responsibility. Please pack it out.
·  If you fall and make a huge hole in the snow, fill in the “sitzmark”.
·  Respect the wildlife. Enjoy watching but don't hassle them.
·  Be friendly to those non-skiers you meet; they just don’t know the joy of XC!
·  And last but not least, enjoy yourself!

Auburn Trail Improvements planned

The Town of Victor received a $619,500 grant in 2007 ($885,000 total project cost) from the
Federal Highway Administration for the design and construction of  the Auburn Trail Extension.
The Town is currently seeking public input on this project which would provide a multi-use trail from
Main Street Fishers northwest to Woolston Road and Powder Mill Park.  The "ultimate connector
trail" would bring users of the Auburn Trail and Lehigh Valley Trail to the Canal Towpath and
the Genesee Valley Greenway in years to come.  We had our 1st public input session on January
31st and anticipate an additional public information session in late March.  The public can visit the
website www.auburntrail.com to learn more about the Auburn Trail Extension project.  There is a
feedback form on the website that  allows comments to be submitted.
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Comments on the 2008 Tug Hill Tourathon, from Usene t posts:

Well another Tourathon is now history and the war stories from this one must be endless.

First there was the ungroomed trail we didn't turn onto a few km from the start, which led to the
take-skis-off-and-run-down-the plowed-road adventure when we had to then get back onto the
course.

Then was the missing-in-action turn marshal at the intersection of Winona Way and Hawley Rd,
which led to a number of folks failing to turn right here on lap 1 and eventually meeting up with the
race leaders head-on on the southern-most stretch of Winona Way.

Later on lap 2 there was the directional sign at the T-junction of Frank's Fancy and Winona Way
that flipped upside down when the upper fastener failed to hold and ended up with the arrows
telling which race should turn which way pointing in the wrong directions.

And of course there were the two folks who reportedly got hurt, one with a broken leg and one with
an injured ankle, both presumably at least partially as a result of the failure of the trail grooming
team to either get the job done before the race began, or else to advise the race crew that the start
needed to be postponed until they could.

End result, a lot of people got off-course and skied either farther or shorter than they had planned.
And that's just the short summary of the few stories I actually experienced or heard about.  No
doubt there are many more to be shared.  If you were there, how did your day go?

I know Bob W. made a real effort to get involved years ago and make them
guarantee track set and grooming for people paying entry fees equal to other professionally run ski
marathons.
