The
Ski Company fills some of the gap, but their
XC ski support seems to be rather thin so far.
The Park Ave. Bike Shop  has had some
XC offerings, which we can hope will grow to
be full service XC.

An early visit to
EMS showed a few pair of  Fisher
backcountry skis, one pair of  skinny skis,
and not much else cross country.

The first snows are expected around
the mid-November period. There will be some occasional warm spells, but temperatures should
average near to slightly below normal levels through October.
