“Tractor Museum” near Harriet Hollister

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Interesting things near Harriet Hollister:

Overview of Harriet Hollister Area

This summer I decided to explore around the Harriet Hollister area.

-Right next door (well down the road a half mile or so) is what many refer to as "the tractor museum". In the winter it
is all buried under snow and you can't even tell that there is a big field full of vintage tractors, military vehicles, power
shovels, and a variety of odd equipment. Browsing is encouraged; the owner is very friendly and knowledgeable.
(BTW; if you need some equipment sandblasted and painted, that’s what he does for cash!). Entrance is on
Canadice Hill Rd, -(Map Marker 388)

Down the road a little ways (about 3 miles), on Reynolds Gull Rd are several access points to Reynolds Gully. Most
of what you read about this gully is about the small section owned by the City of Rochester, down by Rt. 15A where
the creek empties into Hemlock Lake -(Map Marker 372). You can walk up the creek about a quarter mile before
coming to private (very Posted!-(Map Marker 373)) land. There are 2 or 3 pretty waterfalls to be seen.
-The next access point is at the corner of Reynolds Gull Rd and Canadice Rd at the back of Evergreen Cemetery -
(Map Marker 371). There is a mowed trail at the back left corner. It splits in a Y after 50 yards. The left side goes
down into the gully on a nicely graded path. A 10 or 15 foot waterfall is seen partway down this path. At the bottom
there is a 3 foot drop to get to creek level.
-The mowed path to the right goes on for a ways, changing to a rough trail at a dilapidated cabin/dump, then
following the upper rim of the gully for a 1/2 mile or so, ending in the back of Tamarack campground. No posted signs
were seen in the area.

Medium View Reynolds Gully
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-Some guides  to Reynolds Gully say that the only legally accessible place is the City of Rochester owned
area....but... the Nature Conservancy recently purchased land near/next to/ including (need to verify how big the tract
is) along Reynolds Gull Rd and Townline Rd. Nature Conservancy signs can be seen along the most Eastern mile of
Reynolds Gull Rd and then with a right turn onto Townline Rd, about a half mile.
About halfway down the Reynolds Gull Road ( starting at Canadice Rd (Evergreen Cemetery), the posted signs on
the left change to yellow Nature Conservancy signs. At this point -(Map Marker 369) there is a small pull off area and
a very very rough (some would say non-existent!) trail/scramble (WARNING: this spot is very steep and difficult to get
down, even harder to get up!). Once down to the bottom, it is a very easy walk in or near the creek (I was fine and dry
with Gore-Tex ankle high boots). Since down stream was the posted side I went upstream for a while and felt like I
was in primeval conditions. The walls are very steep and many feeders were noted which would be small waterfalls if
there was springtime water. Of course spring near HH in a deep gully probably means lots of snow and ice that last a
long time, so crampons may then be needed.
Note: Things tend to look the same in the gully, so to help remember where I climbed down, I stacked some rocks on
a log near the spot.

Best access-Reynolds Gully

-Next access going East on Reynolds Gull Rd is a gated driveway/logging road -(Map Marker 374). The right hand
fork is a nice wide trail which takes you gently down to the creek level. At the moment there are several downed trees
blocking the trail. As you go down the trail you will get to a cabin and a rather mysterious small dam/pond setup.
Someone hauled in a lot of concrete to make this thing; but what is its purpose? I continued to follow the remnants of
a logging road past the cabin and noted 2 more roads going up the hills, but which were blocked by a lot of weeds
and downed trees. The "main" road follows the creek and was brushy in spots, but mostly clear until just past the
bridge at -(Map Marker 381). It is approx. a half mile from the road to the bridge.  This bridge was probably made for
logging trucks and is very sturdy, maybe 8 ft wide with plenty of space below to allow spring flood waters. The
logging road continues up a little hill, then becomes highly clogged with brush, but appears to continue on.
From the entrance road the left fork goes to the upper plateau (North side of gully). Looks to be second growth forest
with the road appearing to continue but becoming overgrown by brush.

Note: there was no indication of Nature Conservancy property ending or posted signs on any of my walks in here, but
I don't know where the boundaries are.
If these already leveled logging roads are cleared up they would be very nice indeed for skiing! I will be checking out
what kind of conditions exist down there this winter, maybe the snow gets so deep in the gully that logs and weeds
are not a problem!! Elevation at this spot is 1600 to 1450 ft.

The final access point is near the intersection of Townline Rd and Reynolds Gull Rd -(Map Marker 386). This is a two
wheel dirt track which goes into the woods. The map shows this to be a mostly flat section leading to the start of the
North fork of the gully. I did not have time to explore here yet. The woods looked to be second or third growth pine.---
